Introduction 
This document provides a set of requirements, guidelines, and suggestions for those wishing to publish with the Journal of Choice Modelling. It covers content and structure, layout requirements, headings, titles, lists, capitalisation, and referencing system. It also provides some rules and hints on improving writing. The document also contains a fairly complete treatment of exactly how to apply Harvard Referencing, according to current standards.
Please feel free to delete this text and substitute with your own. For the purposes of publication, we prefer Times New Roman using 11 point font. Given the international audience of the Journal of Choice Modelling, we will accept and publish any document independent of the form of English spelling and grammar used.

Styles 

Major Section headings should be numbered and use Times New Roman 14 point font. All major Section headings should be numbered with a single Arabic numeral, with no full stop. All such headings should be in bold. All significant words should be capitalised, with the remainder of the letters in lower case.
2.1 Second Level Headings
The second level heading should be numbered with the section number, followed by a full stop, and then the subsection number, as in 2.1 or 3.5, etc. It should be in bold and use Times New Roman 13 point font. The heading is flush with the left margin, is preceded by one blank line, and the text of the section follows immediately under the heading. If there is a first-level heading immediately preceding the level 2 heading, then no blank line precedes the heading. All significant words should be capitalised, with the remainder of the letters in lower case.
2.1.1 Third Level Headings
Third level headings should be numbered as a sub-subsection, as in 2.2.1.They should be in bold and use Times New Roman 12 point font. All significant words should be capitalised, with the remainder of the letters in lower case. The heading is flush with the left margin, is preceded by one blank line, and the text of the section follows immediately under the heading. If there is a second-level heading immediately preceding the level 3 heading, then no blank line precedes the heading.

2.1.1.1 Third Level Headings

All subsequent headings should use the same size font as the main body text but be bolded. Such headings are indicated simply by adding additional numbers to the higher order heading. As with all other heading types, the heading should be flush with the left margin, is preceded by one blank line, and the text of the section follows immediately under the heading.
2.2 Paragraphs and Texts
The first paragraph after a new heading, equation, figure or table should not be indented. Subsequent paragraphs should be indented 1.75 cm. Single line spacing is preferred, however in the case of equations being used in the main body of text, the author may choose to use the ‘paragraph’ option of at least 12 point line spacing.
All paragraphs must begin one centimetre from the left-hand side margin, and should be justified. Within a paragraph, leave only one space after any punctuation marks (i.e., comma, full stop, colon, semi-colon, exclamation mark, question mark). In times past, when documents were prepared on typewriters, with non-proportionally spaced typefaces, it was correct to leave two spaces between the end of a sentence and the beginning of the next sentence. With proportionally-spaced fonts on word processors, this is no longer correct. No line is left between a heading and the commencement of the text within a section.
Numbers under ten should always be written out in full in text, except when they are used as names, e.g., “…in Section 5…”, or in reference to “person 4”. Decimal numbers should always be shown in numerals. Numbers between ten and one hundred should also normally be written out in text, however, there are different opinions about this. If a number is used as the first word in a sentence, it MUST be written out in words. It is incorrect to begin a sentence with a number in numerals. The alternative is to rephrase the sentence so that the number is no longer the first word. 

The percent sign (%) should be used in tables, but the word percent or percentage should be spelled out in text. When referring to monetary values, such as, $100,000, the dollar sign should precede the number, and the number should be written in Arabic numerals. The word “dollar” is not spelt out.

2.3 Figures and Graphs

Diagrams, graphs and tables must be labelled with their title and number representing its order of appearance. For example, Table 3 Evidence on Elasticity of Demand and Table 4 Fare Statistics for Public Transport. Tables must fit entirely on a page. They should not generally go over two pages (although there may be exceptions). All table captions must be above the table. All figure captions must be below the figure. All captions must be centre justified and should not be in boldface or italics. In captions, capitalise the initial letter of each significant word, as shown in the examples above.

Reference MUST be made in the text to each table or figure included in the document. The text reference must ALWAYS PRECEDE the table or figure. In referring to a table or figure by number, capitalise the initial letter of the word “Table” or “Figure”. Graphs and pictures may be either in colour or in black and white or greyscale. 

2.3 Acknowledgements 

Any acknowledgements should be placed immediately after the main text preceding the reference list.
2.4 Appendices


The author may wish to include one or more appendices. Appendices should be placed either after acknowledgments but before the reference list or immediately after the main text in cases where no acknowledgements are provided.

References
Please set out all references in the following manner. For the initial author of the article cited, the reference should begin with their last name, followed by their initials. Subsequent authors should be listed such that their initials are provided first followed by their last name. Where more than initial is used for an author, spaces should be used between each initial. Full stops should be given after each initial also. After all authors have been listed, the year of publication should be provided in round brackets. After the publication year, the article heading should be provided, with only the first word of the title given a capital letter. The publishing journal should next be given, and should be italicised. The journal volume should next be listed in bold. After the volume number, where appropriate the journal edition should be provided in round brackets. Immediately following the edition number, the page numbers of the reference should be provided followed by a full stop. Unlike text paragraphs, the second and subsequent lines of a reference should indented, and not the first. An example reference is provided below.

In cases where a website is being referenced, the website should be provided instead of a journal name and volume information. An example of this is provided below.
